	Animal Bite or Scratch
	· Whilst handling the chicks, they may peck or scratch – however chicks’ beaks and claws at this age are blunt
	· Chicks shouldn’t be placed on child’s bare skin.
· Do not allow children to poke eyes or mouth area of the chicks.

	Zoonosis (Virus or germs transmittable from animals to people)
	· Handling ill chicks
· Not washing hands after handling chicks and before eating

· Putting hands or objects in mouth during handling session

· Kissing the chicks

· Touching/playing with the dirty bedding 
	· Do not touch or handle any chicks that seem to be unwell – call Barleylands Farm Park for advice.
· Teachers/Adults must make sure all adults and children that have touched the chicks, or the equipment must wash their hands immediately after the handling session.

· No eating or drinking during the handling sessions

· Teachers/Adults must advise children to keep hands and objects away from their own and other people’s mouths during the handling session (no chewing nails, sucking thumbs etc)

· Chicks should only be stroked along their backs using gentle fingers, they should never be raised up and kissed or nuzzled near faces

· Dirty bedding/excrement should always be out of children’s reach and never played with

	· The school/setting/customer is responsible for checking with parents any allergies of anyone handling and in contact with the chicks.

	Electrical Equipment (Shock, burn, fire)
	· Children near the electrical supply
· Water near electrical supply

· Damaged equipment

· Children touching hot equipment (Brooder)
	· Only adults to plug in and set up the electrical equipment – wires to be kept out of reach of children
· Water to be put into incubator by adults only and no water to be stored near the incubator
· All equipment is checked by Barleylands Farm Park prior to leaving our site and all electrical equipment is annually PAT tested – If you notice any damage to the electrical equipment then please call Barleylands Farm Park for advice/replacement.

· All Equipment is Low Wattage, and brooding Lamp is “cool touch”
